< 21 of 28 chapters were represented by 39 attendees

< as of November 4, 2011 professional chapter membership has grown to 3,444 from 3,374 on February 18, 2011; student chapter membership has decreased to 150 from 172 for the same time period

Friday evening events: Presidents’ direction meeting and Town Hall

< a quick presidents’ meeting was attended by 16 of the 28 chapters to determine direction for 2012; it was agreed that Mark Chockalingam, Immediate Past President of Boston, would act as the group’s facilitator in 2012; Jim Timmons, current president of New Haven, will assist Mark.

· Mark and Jim will work with the presidents and Jennifer to set up the arrangements for any presidents meetings to be held in conjunction with district meetings; as needed, they will arrange ‘webinars’

< pending budget approval by corporate, there are three district meetings planned in 2012: February 24/25 in Albany, NY; May in Southern NH; and November in Buffalo, NY

· Jennifer Kevlin will advise of actual dates and specific locations as available

< meeting evaluation results were summarized by Joe Shedlawski and have been posted on the district website

< on Friday evening, Jennifer Kevlin, District Manager and David Rivers, District Directors gave their respective updates; the content can be found on the district website; some highlights include:

· New governance structure was discussed and since it affects NED in the 2012 elections, Jennifer was asked to put together a more in-depth presentation at the February district meeting; in short, 4 more districts have been added to APICS [all non-North American], but the number of district directors will remain at 9; instead of each district electing its “own” director, it will make recommendations to the APICS Board of Directors Nominating Committee who will then make the final decisions; no change to selection of district manager

· Dave Rivers is pursuing his personal agenda items and has a meeting schedule with corporate regarding advertising/marketing ideas in December; in advance of that he has asked for 3 chapters to volunteer about $2,000 each and some time to test out some ideas to help convince corporate of the value of the approach; Boston and Granite State volunteered to bring the idea back to their boards

Notes from Saturday events:

· Periodic webinars for the district initiated by Jennifer have been well received and attendees have asked if the slide decks could be made available

· Terry Wells mentioned a “jeopardy style” and “do you want to be a millionaire” style games have been developed; Jennifer will pursue getting access

· All attendees were asked to advise district staff of ideas for subjects they’d like to see covered in webinars

· All attendees were advised that there is a new CBAR template up for program year 2011/2012 and not to use last year’s; it is available on www.apics.org
· Terry Wells will follow up and get us more detail on the national student competition

< Doug Stevens advised that instructors can take one of each of the CPIM exams for $75 each year; we weren’t sure if you needed to be part of the IDP

< coming with the new APICS corporate website will be awww.apicspartners.org to replace My Chapter

· Dave Rivers was asked to research exactly what the term “legal entity” means in the developing Channel Partner Agreement

· Dave Rivers was asked if other ‘for profit’ organizations in North America can become Channel Partner without minimum standards similar to Fox Valley Technical College

· Dave Rivers was asked to report back on further movement on the CPA especially the section about restriction of selling instructor kits to channel partners only and its corresponding section on chapters using only IDP instructors

< Jim Timmons was thanked for his hard work and efforts on the Channel Partner Agreement Task Force from July 2010 until it was disbanded in July 2011 having successfully submitted a draft to the APICS board of directors

· Z was asked to set up two new LinkedIn groups for the district:

· One for chapter officers only as a closed group

· The other for all APICS members included those from outside the district as an open group
